Springwater Ladies League
Information Sheet for New Members

Welcome to Springwater Ladies League.  This is a nine hole league open to both Springwater members and the public.

Fees
The $50.00 membership fee covers the Registration Wine & Cheese, Champagne Breakfast, Closing Dinner with wine, weekly vouchers, and a prize for everyone at the Closing Dinner.  The weekly 50/50  and Penny the putting pig help offset these costs.  If you are not a member of Springwater, the nine hole green fee on Wednesdays is $18.50.  If you choose to rent a cart for 9 holes the cost is $8.00.  These prices include the HST.
Sign-in
The course is reserved on Wednesdays from 8:00-9:30am and 4:00-5:30pm.  It is necessary to make a tee time in advance during these hours.  On arrival, sign in at the pro shop.  An explanation of the week’s competition will be posted there.  Proceed to the tee and join other golfers.  Try to play in threesomes or foursomes.
In the Club House after the game
1. Enter your score on the sign-in sheet.
2. If you had a birdie or chip-in, post it on the bulletin board in the hall.
3. Pay the Pig $0.25 for every three putt green to a maximum of $1.00.  (If you had no three putts, then please contribute a penny a putt.)
4. 50/50 tickets will be available.  Put the money in the 50/50 Pot and write your name on the back of your tickets.  The cost is one for $1.00 or three tickets for $2.00.  Each week someone’s name will be drawn for half the money raised.
5. Check the envelopes on the table to see if you have any winnings to pick up from the previous week.
6. Then relax and socialize;  have a drink and something to eat!
Skins
Playing skins is optional. (To win a skin you must score less on a hole than everyone else in the field.  Usually a birdie or par is necessary).  To enter you must put a loonie in the Skins Pot when you sign in, and indicate you are playing skins by putting a check beside your name in the left margin.
Teams
In a couple of weeks everyone will be placed on a team with approximately six other golfers.  Your team’s score at the end of the year will determine the order of your turn to the prize table.  The team is made up of the fifteen best scores posted throughout the season.  No individual player may contribute more than three scores to her team, so everyone needs to participate!  The team lists and standings will be posted weekly on the hall bulletin board.

Weekly Competitions
Each week we organize a different competition.  When you sign in, you will find a frame outlining the details of the week’s event.  One week we may count the even holes, another week we may play golf scrabble, or another we may count your putts.  If you choose not to participate in the prescribed event; that’s fine.  Just enjoy yourself, but please don’t enter your score.  Just write “had fun” beside your name!
Golfing Level
Golf is an individual sport.  It’s you against the course!  In our league we have a variety of different skill levels, but we should all be able to enjoy a game with someone better or worse than ourselves.  Our most common complaint is about slow play.  We have a rule that a maximum of ten shots are allowed on a hole.  When you reach ten, please pick up the ball and proceed to the next hole.  If the group behind you is waiting, and the hole in front of you is open, golf etiquette says you should invite the group behind you to play through.  Be aware of time and the groups in front and behind.  Nine holes should be played in about 2 hours.
Newsletter
Each week Judi Dolk or Jan Rush will email a newsletter.  A copy is posted on the hall bulletin board for those without email.  In it you will find the names of all the winners for that week, and information about the competition for the following week.
Mid-Season Tournament
